Union Negotiated Contracts are Blatant Discrimination Against 8 out of 10 Construction Workers 
DES MOINES, IA. -- Associated Builders and Contractors (ABC) of Iowa released the following statement from Greg Spenner, ABC of Iowa President & CEO, regarding Governor Culver’s comments yesterday at the ground breaking of the new prison in Mitchellville. 

“Governor Culver was on hand at the ground breaking of the new prison in Mitchellville yesterday and touted about the jobs that will be created during the construction of the project.  What he continues to fail to acknowledge is that as a result of his executive order encouraging Project Labor Agreements (PLAs), these jobs are not available to 8 out of 10 construction workers in Iowa.  PLAs, which are contract agreements written by union bosses are designed to ensure that projects are awarded only to unionized contractors.  In Iowa, 8 out of 10 construction workers have chosen not to join a construction labor union.  A union negotiated contract, such as this one, is blatant discrimination against those workers. Iowans deserve leaders who will create jobs for all Iowans.”
